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Abstract. The given article deals with the problem of suicide among prison staff in the
United States of America and Canada based on an analysis of current foreign researches
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and practical developments in assessing suicidal risks in the penitentiary environment.
The research presents empirical data reflecting the socio-demographic characteristics
of suicide victims (gender, age, education, marital status, race and ethnicity) and various
manifestations of suicidal activity (thoughts, planning, attempts, completed suicide). The
analysis of suicidal behavior of corrections staff in the countries under consideration is
carried out taking into account personnel differentiation (administrative workers, prison
guards, social workers, prison chaplains, psychological service employees) and years of
service in the penitentiary system that has made it possible to identify groups of suicidal
risk that require specialist attention and timely psychological support.
