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Abstract.Ontologyisadescriptionofthebasicanthropomericreality, whichisimportant
both for human cognitive processes and for the implementation of a sustainable model
of society and the state. The article presents a systematic comparative analysis of the
phenomenology of Edmund Husserl and the fundamental ontology of Martin Heidegger.
The aim of the work is to overcome the traditional opposition of these thinkers through the
development of a new integral concept of the “ontological phenomenology of existence”.
It is argued that Heidegger’s ontological turn should be understood not as a break with
the phenomenological project, but as its immanent radicalization and subjective point of
development. The lines of succession (methodology of non-presupposed description,
development of the concept of intentionality, the theme of the life world) and fundamental
discrepancies (status of the transcendental subject, understanding of time and the tasks
of philosophy) are revealed. The authors systematized Russian researchers’ significant
contribution (P.P. Gaidenko, M.K. Mamardashvili, V.I. Molchanov, A.V. Akhutin et al.)
to understanding the relationship between two philosophical systems. The proposed
synthetic concept represents being-in-the—world as a primary intentional structure and
phenomenological reduction as a method of accessing modes of existence. The model
has heuristic potential for modern philosophy overcoming the impasse of correlationism
and opening up new perspectives for the analysis of modern crises.
