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Abstract. The article discusses current aspects of organizing extracurricular
activities of cadets of the Voronezh Institute of the Federal Penitentiary Service of
Russia. Based on the results of the survey, the authors propose a number of measures
aimed at achieving greater effectiveness and efficiency of extracurricular activities of
students. The solution to problematic issues may be the introduction of some changes
and adjustments to local regulations of the educational organization of higher education
of the Federal Penitentiary Service of Russia.
